Either will work. With EPUB, you may change the font size of your eBook, and the text automati-
cally reflows within the display screen. EPUB is perfect for creating an instant large print eBook, or
for reading on an eBook reader. In PDF eBooks the text and graphics remain fixed. For larger
print, you may zoom in on the text. PDF is ideal for eBooks with many images such as picture
books and graphic novels.
